As guest lecturer, the Juilliard graduate frequents institutions such as Yale University, the Sydney Conservatorium, the Royal College of Music (London), and the Central Conservatory (Beijing).

Having recently given his concerto debuts in Lithuania, Taiwan and New Zealand, upcoming projects include concertos with Jaap Van Zweden as well as with The SAR Philharmonic Orchestra.
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
